This album is a rarity in itself, not released worid-wide and never before on CD. The original UK issue on
Phonogram (1984) did net seil well, but it dees have its moments. An almost techno sound in places, this was a
change of direction (or reaction?) to the previcus 2 albums. The line-up was back te the original 4 piece, although
Billy Rankin was officially still around. He'd started his solo recording by then. A cover of the Stones' 'Ruby Tuesday’
is a highlight, also released as a single in the UK. 'Party Bown', another great track, made it as a single in Europe.
Personal favourites are "Sweetheart Tree" and "This Month's Messiah“. The extra tracks are very welcome,
especially as the singie from which the first is taken is now rather scarce. The remastering really adds another
dimension to the sound quality too.

The following year Billy was on the road with his 1st solo album. Their manager Jim White (also responsible
for their fanciub) then illegally issued several albums, including 'Sound Elikir' and a ‘2@ Greatest' compilation on his
own Sahara label. These were immediately withdrawn following a successful court case by the band.

Rumours are floating that a very limited original CD release appeared in Helland, for record company in-
house use only. This is unconfirmed, so any more information is welcome.

No Extra tracks This Flight Tonight (1991 version) was on the original CD anyway.

Originally released on Belgium label Mausoleum in Europe and on Griffin in the USA, this album saw the
return of Billy Rankin as the replacement to the departed Manny Chartton. This album toeok the band back to the likes
of 'Cinema’, a real step up from the disappointing 'Snakes.... A few real rockers, and a new version of the classic
‘This Flight Tonight', recorded the year before. There was some success, and a well received tour with Uriah Heep.
The album scon became effectively deleted very quickly with Griffin going bust and financial problems with
Mausoleum led to the distributor withholding box loads before Nazareth decided to withdraw the album from them.
Sadly no extra tracks, and no real improvement in sound achievable, but at teast it's now available. Both Griffin &
Mauscleum cepies could yet flood the market. Look out for the collectable US edition in a limited leather sleeve.

All these pic disc CDs come remastered with fully restored artwork, extra tracks
and sleeve notes from Robert Corich and the band. Rll original releases are now rare and
these widely available packages really do fill gaps in the collection. Expect five more,
‘Close Enough...', 'Expect No Mercy', 'No Mean City', 'Malice...' and 'Fool Circle' by March.
This is possible the most anticipated batch. Sadly only a few new versions, but all
missing b-sides & live versions will be included.

NAZARETH IN SESSION AT THE BBC

In the early 78's Nazareth recorded several sessions for the BBC, which were broadcast on
Radio 1 and BBC 1 on various programmes (the DJ / host is also listed). Some of these have been
bootlegged; those from radio are quite poor. Transcription discs (much like the USA radio shows) offer
much better quality and are also very expensive The engineers are either listed with the producer, or
are unknown. During this period Nazareth had a string of hit singles and were regulars on Top 0f The
Pops as well as these sessions, oportunities the band jumped at for good publicity. Tight performances
show just what a good live band Nazareth were.

BBC IN CONCERT SERIES

As well as studio sessions, concerts were also recorded by the BBC, the
dates are listed here. Sadly no set lists are available, but parts of two of
these dates did appear on the BBC RADIO 1 LIUE IN CONCERT CD (1991
Windsong WINCD @85). Collectors should note that these concerts will have
been pressed up as transcription discs. The first actual recording / audition
tape was from Glasgow October 1970 and was rejected by the panel as
"very low standard" and "out of tune singer". So much for hindsight. This
could be the earliest recording of Nazareth and would be interesting to see
if the tape still exists. A double CD of further live sessions coupled with
some of the studio work listed above is planned through the Snapper label,
and should be available by Easter. More news to follow.

“Dream On" for the next 7 shows. Aftershow means company with local fans and, of
course, friends, but soon that calmed to quiet too. After everything was loaded on the
trailer and everyone was on the bus, we were set to roll, with Big Rick, the bus driver,
at the wheel. An approximate 688 mile drive was ahead of us, so after settling in a bit,
someone got out a tape of the new album for us all to listen to. This is one rockin'
album. Got to hear it one more time on this tour, and definitely look forward to hearing
it again.

In last week’s Straight we ran a little
panel discussion wherein various local
music experts put forth their thoughts
on the pros and cons of '70s rock.
Strong melodies, simplicity, and a posi-
tive outlook were pointed to as
favourable aspects of that musical era,
while the period’s excessiveness and
hero worship got the thumbs-down.
Now, all five of those qualities and
faults could be detected at the Com-
modore last Saturday, when Nazareth,
Blue Oyster Cult, Uriah Heep, and
Wishbone Ash shared the stage, but
the bloated excess commonly attrib-
uted to '70s rock had been seriously
pared down. There were no 10-minute
drum solos or interminable guitar
freak-outs, no flash pots or smoke
machines. You couldn’t even complain
about the volume being too high!
There was a lot of hero worship going
on, I'll admit, but what's wrong with
that? 1, for one, think Blue Oyster Cult
guitarist Donald (Buck Dharma)
Roeser is God. He did write “(Don’t
Fear) The Reaper”, after all.

The marathon music fest kicked off
right on time at 8 p.m., with British
prog-rock greats Wishbone Ash and
the sweet dual-lead guitar harmonies of
“The King Will Come”, from 1972’s
Argus LP. Original members and gui-
tarists-vocalists Andy Powell and Ted
Turner were happy, smilin' guys on

“Make The Gate No Time To Spare...."

That pretty much sums up the beginning of my trip. My flight left St.Louis at 6:35 am
on Oct 20 - so | had to get up at 4:38 am (RRRRGGGGG....) call a cab and get ready for the
Journey of a life time. 1 finally arrived in VDancouver around 11:45 am with much relief
- it was a long journey as Uancouver is two hours behind St.Louis. | began getting
excited about how soon I'd be with the boyz. But...

The surprise was that | actually gave an interview as
well! | was asked about my involvement with the band and the web site-it was really
fun.

So to our friends in
Chilliwack: Bruce and his crew, a big CHEERS to you all and we'll see ya next time.

Oct 24 - 25

Headed for Burnaby for two shows at Studebackers. Both shows were sold out. | think
the second show of the two was the best-1'm not sure why, | just think the boyz
played better (if that's possible that night). After the first show Dan, Willie (crew), Tam
(crew) and myself were invited to take a limo to a production company party. Well to
our surprize, and dismay, it was one of those "rave” parties where everyone (and |
mean everyone) was "whacked out of their minds" on who knows what. iWe all looked at
one another and promptiy exited that “fine” establishment. That was really strange!
The second night was different in the aspect that Aerosmith was in town that night as
well. We were actually invited to go to that show for a while, as the boyz are old
friends of Aerosmith's. A few of the crew went and checked out the show for about a
half an hour-before they had to scurry back and get ready for the Naz show. It seems
that many of the crowd that night went to the Aerosmith show first then headed over
to the Naz show.

Wow, what a night of music! Dan even commented on stage that night, "Did you
guys have a good time at Aerosmith tonight?" | also ran into a few more NazNet folks
at these shows: NazNick and his wife and Dave Esmonde and Ramona again. As the
night drew to a close it hit me that | would be leaving tomorrow (Oct 26). A grew a bit
quite as we approached the hotel, because | knew once | got off the bus I'd be staying
the night but the boyz would be heading off to Calgary.

Dan's solo career started in 1975. The band had moved labels from Mooncrest to

Mountain in the UK, and as a stop gap the Greatest Hits album reieased with a non
album single. The gap continued as Pete's wife was 'with child', so Dan went solo. The
album was issued in November 1975, preceded by the single 'Out Of Time', which
actually charted. The whole album was covers of some of Dan's favourite songs, and
featured Manny on guitar, Roger Glover on bass, and Zal Cleminson, Ted McKenna and
Hugh McKenna, all from the Sensational Alex Harvey Band. The album is still considered
a classic now. Mountain went on to issue three more smgles from the album, one
hacked by the unused Nazareth track 'Nightingale', an out take from the 'Close Enough
.' writing sessions.






The three main guest appearances, with Orange, Mitchel / Coe and R.A.M. Pietsch
were done in the early 8@'s to help out friends, while 'into The Ring' was again recorded
inbetween tours. The debut solo release has already been looked at, now here are the
rest. Two of the guest appearances | have yet to hear myself. More information from
Dan McCafferty himself hopefully in the next issue, as Dan is indisposed at present.

Collectors should note that this initially came in a gatefold sieeve (with lyrics),
later without. Riso, Dan sings on only one, probably the best track; ‘Dreaming'. Messers
Mitchel and Coe put together this concept album with help from Francis Rossi, Colin
Bluntstone and others. Narration comes “War 0f The Worlds" style from Robert Powell
(Actor, Thespian, one of the 'Detectives' with Jasper Carrott). Essential part of the collection. Some
very good work here, some cack teo. Not as yet issued on CD, nor sadly is it ever likely
to be.

R.A.M. PIETSCH - Norwegian Wood
SPU 85-88088 (Germany only CD, also LP & cassette)

This album of Beaties cover versions is largely orchestrated by Mr. Pietsch, with
the aid of various rock session musicians. Anyone having heard the 'Exotica’' series of
albums will know how odd this sort of thing can be. Dan McCafferty comes over weil on
the track 'Come Together'. Apple sjnger Mary Hopkin makes an appearance too. Best
described as 'interesting'.
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
