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COMMENT

In the collecting of Nazareth records from around the world, an item has turned up that defies all attempts to
completely identify.

The record, pictured below, is a four track various artists EP. While the idea was not uncommon in the 70s in
some countries (eg Mexico), this is different. No date is given, but it can be presumed that the year is 1976, as all
the tracks date from that year, as does Black Sabbath’s “Technical Ecstasy”, from which the cover artwork is
taken although they strangely don’t appear on the release. Black Sabbath were also signed to Phonogram, as were
all the other artists in many parts of the world, including Nazareth.

So, we have no country or date and an odd choice of sleeve, but the approximate year and label match up. The
label here, CashBox, could not be identified by anyone at the Record Collector office, and credits no license
information.

Mexico can be ruled out, Nazareth appeared on another EP the same year on Philips licensed from Phonogram.
That was a rare mono version of “Love Hurts”. Even Yugoslavian pressings on the RTB label credited
Phonogram. This is the sort of the release that may have appeared, I’ve been told, in Thailand or Iran. These
territories often semi legally or illegally put out such records. It is also unlikely that the band would have got their
rewards either.

As far as illegal records go, the most famous are the Sahara reissues in the UK, which were promptly withdrawn
by the band in 1985 and are all pretty shoddy. The most obvious are the blatant counterfeits that regularly come
out of Eastern Europe and Russia, where counterfeits have made up over 50% of sales for some years. Some low
grade 2-on-1 CD compilations from the Ukraine were offered to me a only recently.

Anyway, if anyone can identify this release I'd welcome more information,
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Editorial

Welcome to the 2™ edition of the new millenium, and there is much activity on the Nazareth
front. More US tours (as per usual) and a possible live album. This year also sees the 25"
anniversary of signing to Mountaln in the UK, which saw the release of the immensely
successful ‘Greatest Hits’ LP and also singer Dan McCafferty’s first solo album.

Sadly, any sign of a UK tour has flown out the window, for this year at least, while Nazareth
dropped 50 points in the Record Collector readers’ poll. This was desplte a surge in other
rock bands, induding massive jumps by Alex Harvey and Uriah Heep. Outside of Record
Collector, it continually seems clear that the only music press relevant to Nazareth fans is
“Classic Rock”. In the meantime, the Naz News sectlon has now been dropped, as currently
there Is very little. The back catalogue has leveled out, and the band are again touring the
USA. The new “Soundbites” should hopefully provide enough snippets new or old to keep
you Interested.

SOUNDBITES

- Nazareth are probably looking to finalise yet more USA / Canada tour dates for
the rest of the year. Check the web-site for tour dates and press nearer the time. Still signed
to SPV in Europe and CMC In the USA, Nazareth are looking to record a live album sometime
this year. Any European dates, if at all, won't be until the end of the year. The much touted
Box Set has not been ruled out, just put on hold. More news before the end of the year.

= The Live Photos on the front cover (Dan McCafferty) and next three pages (Pete
Agnew page 4, Darrell Sweet page 5 and Manny Chariton page 6) are from 1982, used for
publidity for 2XS, or there abouts. Sadly when I bought the set, the John Locke photo was
too dark to use and Billy’s was absent. Enjoy.

- Snapper Music have reissued the excellent double live 0 “AT THE

BEEB” witha catalogue number SMDCD 272. Identical to the original in every way, it
keeps this essential part of the Nazareth catalogue available. Sleevenctes were provided by
the NazNewz editor, and in the mzin the live performances are great, although 4 of the
tracks are the straight album versions as before. This was originally a BBC error but was
never corrected by the label.

= Edsel Records In the UK have issued RICK Danko’s eponymous album from
1977 on CD (EDCD 650). The late Rick played bass in The Band, who inspired Nazareth and
this solo album features the original version of “Java Blues” that Naz covered on their live
album Snaz.

= Diamond Head, the NWoBHM band who reformed in the early 90s, covered “This

Flight Tonight” on their double “Evil Live” CD, released in 1994. Although not a
Nazareth original, the band sited the Nazareth version as an influence.

= The two previcusly documented promo singles released in 1972 on Pegasus, the white

labels BCP 3 and BCP 8, are a constant source of intrigue and questions. Having been
asked to point this out, I doubt but cannot rule out the plans to use them as commerdal
singles. The three tracks on each I assume were planned as samplers, either for in house
testing or radio play. It was rare for radio stations to receive white labels but it did
sometimes happen, depending on how much radio play was Intended before release.
Anyway, stamped or hand written white labels were usually pressed in quantities of 10 to
S0, usually at the lower end of this range, otherwise demo coples of the commerdal pressing
were used. Value? £60 each in mint condition, possibly more.

- Uriah Heep, the band with whom Nazareth have toured and become good
friends, will soon be the subject of an interview in Record Collecter Magazine. The interview
was done in July by the Naz Newz editor, and hopefully a full unedited will eventually appear
in Razamanewz. The Record Collector article should appear before Christmas.

MANNY CHARTLON COLUMN

Hello Razamanewz!

Joe mentioned that this issue is looking back 25 years ago to the days of Dan’s first solo album and the
band’s move from Mooncrest to Mountain and the Greatest Hits LP.

The move to Mountain was strictly a business decdision made by our management at the time and really
had no bearing on the band. By Management creating their own label (Mountain) their thinking at the time was
to be able to make better and more profitable deals. The first album with Mountain was the Greatest Hits LP, and
we were not very impressed with the effort. They didn't use our Naz logo and we really thought it was the worst
cover art in history!

Dan’s solo album was an absolute gas to record! It was definitely one of the most enjoyable albums I
ever worked on. Most of the material was chosen by Dan and myself. We came up with songs and put together a
really killer band for this album. From SAHB (the Sensational Alex Harvey Band) were Zal Cleminson on guitars,
Hugh McKenna on keyboards and Ted McKenna on drums. Playing bass was our very friend from Deep Purple
fame Roger Glover. Everyone indluding John Punter who engineered the project gave 110% into this album.
Though the record was moderately successful in the UK, it really didn’t get the push it deserved. If you check out
this album you will find an excellent cover of Bob Dylan’s “Boots Of Spanish Leather” and my personal favourite
Neil Young’s “Cinnamon Girl". I played slide while Zal played an excellent solo at the end. Of course, Dan sang his
heart out. It would be fun to include some of Dan’s solo material in a Nazareth box set but it's unlikely the box
set will appear before 2001.

My band and I have been extremely busy in the studio recording our first album to be called “Stonkin”.
The album is progressing well, but being the picky bastard I am, don't expect it to be out anytime soon. Though
we had a goal for late September for its release, it now looks as though we will release it in late January of 2001.
Only time will tell at this point. The title of this album is not an idle boast.... This will be a stonkin’ album!

My solo record “Bravado” is now complete! My good friend and guitar maker Bob Laidlow has done the
cover art for this CD and it is brilliant to say the least. I apologies for not being able to provide the art for this
issue, but here is the track listing for BRAVADO:

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MOUNTAIN — A 25" ANNIVERSARY

Twenty five years ago saw one of Nazareth’s greatest successes; Hair Of The Dog and Love Hurts (see last issue). Despite
the enormous success world-wide, the album and single both flopped in the UK. Given the financial problems of the label,
Nazareth moved to Mountain in the Autumn, home of fellow Scots The Sensational Alex Harvey Band. Mountain was
initially a subsidiary of EMI yet was marketed by a rival Phonogram, who would later take the label over. Nazareth were at
the time signed to Phonogram offshoot Vertigo in Europe at the time. By 1980, though, Mountain was in the hands of RCA.
Life’s never simple in rock’n’roll. Going back to 1975, by November had Mountain flooded the market with Nazareth. Dan’s

1* solo album, a Greatest Hits compilation and the following 6 reissues;

Not bad for a couple of month’s work! Anyway — on with the first official Nazareth compilation released in the UK
and many other parts of the world. Originally against the idea, the band were persuaded despite reservations and it turned out
to be a great success. A million seller, no less. Only reaching number 54 in the charts in the UK, it has remained a steady

seller, still proving successful for Castle even now.
When the band first saw the front cover they all broke out into “We Three Kings Of Orient Are”, and Darrell Sweet

referred to it as the worst LP sleeve he’d ever seen, by anyone. Now that is bad! Poor choice of cover maybe, great selection

of tracks and a new number that became the first Mountain single.
With Pete taking time off with his family, the compilation gave the whole band a break, the fans something to be

going on (and on and on and on) with and Dan to record a solo album, with the aid of Manny Charlton.

Hardly a greatest hits given that not every track had been released as a single, but a great Best Of if anyone needed an
introduction. Two of the last Mooncrest singles “Love Hurts” and “My White Bicycle” were welcome to LP both having
escaped the “Hair Of The Dog” album (Love Hurts in most territories at least). The discography for these 2 tracks was
covered with “Hair Of The Dog” in issue 14. A new track “Holy Roller” would become Nazareth’s first single on Mountain,
backed with the otherwise unreleased “Railroad Boy”, which made number 36 in the UK singles’ chart.

Only one track from the “Exercises” LP and the debut not covered (a problem rectified on the remastered reissue), the
material could easily have chosen itself in either the Best Of or Greatest Hits vein.

There’s not a lot more can be said about “The Greatest Hits” other than both Dan and Darrell gave it 10/10 as compilations
go back in issue 2. Just beware the Greatest Hits on the BR Music label, same classic sleeve as this but different tracks and a
completely unrelated package. Most other countries were served well by their own compilations, amongst others in Germany
by “Pop Lions” and in the USA by “Hot Tracks™ a year or 2 later.

Dan McCAFFERTY —solo 25 years ago

During the aforementioned break, Dan took time out to record a solo album. An album full of cover versions of
favourite tracks (David Bowie and Foghat would also do the same), it was released in October 1975. A month
before the first single “Cinnamon Girl” had reached no. 41 in the UK charts, ahead of Chris Farlowe and Rolling
Stones versions of the same song. Various tracks were issued, remixed and reissued as singles (none charted bar
the first), and on the following 1976 Nazareth tour tracks such as “Honky Tonk Downstairs”, “You Got Me
Hummin and "Whatcha Gonna Do About It” were played. One of these tracks would surface on the now
legendary LP bootleg “Hard Living”. This was the tour that featured keyboard player Tommy Eyre, who would
later play with SAHB, Greg Lake and Ian Gillan.

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This is an excellent LP, compiling some of Dan's favourite songs not already covered by Nazareth. Don't
expect a completely Nazareth sounding project, but there isn't one bad song on it. Mixes Nazareth and SAHB,
with bassist Roger Glover (ex Nazareth producer and Deep Purple). If you've heard Freddie Mercury's 'Great
Pretender’, this version is better. Recorded just after Nazareth's move to Mountain (circa Greatest Hits) when the
other two band members (credit Special thanks to Pete and Darrell) where unavailable. Track 11 a leftover from
the LP 'Close Enough For Rock'n'Roll', with a plan to rerecord it later. Shelved and used as a b-side to one of the
four singles from the album. As per usual there are probably too many European variations of singles to list all of,
so this discography is just a rough guide.

Current Nazareth keyboard player Ronnie Leahy has had a long and varied career (much
like Nazareth really). Having witnessed the recording of Boogaloo and seen the band live at
Sinky’s, I can honestly say that Ronnie really had fitted in to the Nazareth well. Musically too,
employing Ronnie’s talents was obviously a good move.

Back in the early 70s, as Naz were starting to get going, Ronnie was in a band called "Stone The
Crows”. Lead by Maggie Bell, with her powerful bluesy voice, The Crows are remembered for being
Scotland’s premier R'n’B outfit of the time. The band also featured guitarist Les Harvey, brother of
singer Alex. Sadly Les died on stage in Swansea shortly after the release of the classic "'Ontinuous
Performance” LP. Throughout their short career Stone The Crows made several appearances on
BBC Radio 1, recording several sessions. In 1998 record company Strange Fruit issue 2 volumes
covering these.

Both albums show off the band’s talents. Maggie Bell was often likened to Janis Joplin, and it's easy
to see why. Largely R'n’B with a touch of psyche, the audience are often quite enthusiastic. Tracks
such as “On The Highway” and “Sunset Cowboy” also show off Ronnie’s writing abilities.

While the tracks recorded after Harvey's death are strong, it is his guitar that really cuts it.

Much of the “Stone The Crows” catalogue could be considered essential listening for anyone willing
to venture beyond Dan McCafferty’s solo material, although if you're a collector the original LPs can
be quite expensive.
